We’ll plan for folk to arrive Friday night or Saturday morning, meet at a restaurant for lunch, then have a cook out for dinner at the gazebos at Susan Fertig-Dykes’ condo (In Alexandria).  On Sunday, people can get together for an early breakfast if they want.  At 11 am leaving from the Vienna Metro station, Marion Ashford Spurlock has planned for a small bus to take us on a 5-hour winery tour in Virginia, and when we return she and her husband will host a supper at her place (in Reston).  And the next day is Monday (Labor Day) and people will probably start heading home.  Anyone staying over, we can all get together for breakfast.

Monaco Hotel

http://travel.yahoo.com/p-hotel-472207-monaco_alexandria_a_kimpton_hotel-i;_ylt=AkbrPIVJyXIYxcsPw87aLGbiphQB 

This is right on King Street in the heart of Old Town.  It used to be a Holiday Inn (it’s the one where we had the 2002 Brent Reunion) but has changed ownership and been remodeled.

Regular rate shows $307/night, but Hotels.com showed rates at $179/night for the time frame Sept 2-5

Sheraton Suites Old Town 

http://travel.yahoo.com/p-hotel-357653-sheraton_suites_old_town_alexandria-i;_ylt=AiO2chOqORpHvNkcf2Wnqi7iphQB 

This is on St. Asaph, one of the old streets in old Town Alexandria that still has a section of the old original cobblestones (brought over as ballast on ships coming from Europe in early settlement days.

Regular rate is $230/night,  but Orbitz shows you can get price of $108/night for time frame Sept 2-5.

Holiday Inn Old Town 

http://travel.yahoo.com/p-hotel-361907-holiday_inn_hotel_and_suites_alexandria_historic_district-i;_ylt=Aq5HJmorIivRCSfpFLgsgf_iphQB 

This is at the north end of Old Town just off Washington Street (which is part of the GW Parkway). It’s about 6 blocks from the Old Town Braddock Street  Metro station.

Expedia showed rates from $113/night for the time frame Sept 2-5

Old Colony Inn (Best Western) ) Old Town

http://travel.yahoo.com/p-hotel-344990-best_western_old_colony_inn-i;_ylt=Apm7if2wX8KVtl3o6Ii_EYjiphQB 

This is on the north end of Old Town around the corner from the Holiday Inn just above. (both about 6 blocks from Old Town Braddock Street Metro station)

They are showing their regular rate is $175/night, so using Expedia or one of the others might net you a really good deal.

Hilton Alexandria Old Town

http://travel.yahoo.com/p-hotel-363917-hilton_alexandria_old_town-i;_ylt=Au3cumxWQmNlrDvL28Lhx.fiphQB 

This is across the street from the Old Town King Street Metro stop.

Regular rate is $285/night but both Advance purchase (non-refundable) from Hilton and also Expedia show about $160/night for the Sept 2-5 time frame.
